I.  Summary
The services being put out to bid are to develop, implement, continue, and/or expand programs
that facilitate the school success of homeless children and youth. This funding is provided under
the McKinney-Vento Education for Homeless Children and Youth (EHCY) program. This
program is authorized under Title IX-A of the federal Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) of
2015, the McKinney-Vento Education for Homeless Children and Youths program, specifically
Section 723, “Local Educational Agency Sub-grants”.

Il.  Evaluation Process
The Department used a Team Consensus approach in evaluating the proposals. The evaluation
process consisted of two parts: first, evaluators reviewed applications individually and took
notes, and then, met as a group to discuss and come to consensus on scoring for the applications.
The three evaluators were: Mary Herman, Director of Special Projects, Jon Monroe,
Management Analyst, and Amelia Lyons, McKinney-Vento and Migrant Education Specialist.
All three have experience with the McKinney-Vento program and identifying, serving, and
looking at the data of homeless children and youth in the state of Maine. Jen Tarr, Director of
Procurement, served as facilitator for the group.

I11. Qualifications & Experience
e The SAUs selected all proposed encompassing plans to address the identification
and service provision for students experiencing homelessness.
e Identification practices were well established, and training plans were mentioned.

IV. Proposed Services
e Services were clear and well explained.

e Unique populations were specifically highlighted, and approaches were adjusted
based on those populations and communities.

V. Cost Proposal
e Requests ranged from $14,000.00 to $126,162.00.

VI. Conclusion
e The conditionally awarded bidders scored higher than the other bidders because of the
clarity, considerations, and explanations in their programing and planning. These
SAUs recognized the unique needs in their communities and have plans to address
those needs, with strong and well thought out plans. The described proposals are all
determined to be reasonable, allowable, and necessary under the McKinney-Vento
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Act. These applications provided explanations on how these funds will be used to only
support students who are eligible under the McKinney-Vento Act. The information
provided was enough to understand the full extent of the plans and to see the unique
strategies in place to support the basic needs and social and emotional wellbeing and
safety of students experiencing homelessness.

e The awarded bidders are receiving funds based on a formula of available funds
divided by the total number of estimated students in the awarded bidders’ SAUs. The
per student amount was applied to each awardee, based on estimated number of
McKinney-Vento eligible students in their SAU.
