	Are vehicle costs allowable as part of the 33% match? Our Domestic Violence Investigator is assigned a police cruiser in which the County assumes all cost for it.

	
	Answer

	
	Yes.  The cost of the police cruiser assigned to the Domestic Violence Investigator can be used as match. The purpose of matching funds is to augment the amount of resources available to the project from grant funds and to foster the dedication of state, local, and community resources to the purposes of the project. The costs of activities counted as match must be directly related to the project goals and objectives.

Match Requirement:

Awards made under this grant program may support up to 67 percent of the total cost of the project. The applicant must specifically identify the source of the 33% non-federal portion of the budget and how match funds will be used.  Applicants may satisfy this match requirement with either cash or in-kind services.  

The formula to calculate matching funds is: 

(Federal Funds requested ( 0.67) x .33 = match

Example:

Federal funds = $100,000 (67%)

Matching funds = $49,253.73 (33%)

Total program costs =$149,253.73 (100%)
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
