Application
included thorough description of program, which is four-hours long. Class size limited to 10 at a time, and
applicant has developed a 32-page manual for participants. Applicant also noted efforts applicant has
taken towards cultural competence and disability accommodations.

b. The applicant must provide a roster of its trainers to the Department and document their prior
training and/or experience with parents separated, divorced, or living apart, and must also
document training on the dynamics and effects of domestic abuse and violence. Application
provided information on current trainers, who appear to have gender diversity. Additionally, the trainers
are licensed mental health professionals who are required to have 12 hours of DV training starting with
2020 license renewals in Maine.

c. The applicant must certify that it provides program scholarship assistance and must describe its
screening process for doing so. Application provided information on scholarship assistance, which
includes full assistance and a sliding fee. It is based on patrticipant’s reporting of income.

d. The applicant must describe its screening process for domestic abuse and violence. Application
contains information on this. Partly depends on court screening for those referrals, but parents of the
same child are not allowed to attend same class. Registration process includes conversation with
Program Director, who also assesses presence of IPV.
