You must use an open, competitive bidding procurement, with a public bid solicitation and a public bid opening.

You may use an invited list of bidders – a minimum of three companies – who are capable and available to do the work.


If the contract value is $125,000 or more, payment and performance  bonds are required by statute.


	
Use complete bidding documents!
BGS Purchases Division RFP procurement is for minor repair and maintenance projects.
Use the BGS Small Construction Project Contract for contract values under $50,000.
The BGS Large Construction Project Contract is used where the contract value is $50,000 or more.
The BGS Project Procedures Manual has the routines and best practices required by statute and rule, and BGS policy.
If the contract value is $50,000 or more, you must get a wage determination from the Maine Department of Labor.
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
