Addendum 2

Parking:

A total of one hundred (100) on-site parking spaces are required. 

Seventeen (17) Required On-site dedicated parking spaces:  Four (4) must be full Handicap accessible spaces; Ten (10) must be dedicated contiguous spaces for Driver Examiners; three (3) contiguous parallel parking spaces must be dedicated for parallel parking Driver Examination testing;

The remaining on-site parking spaces required consist of twenty-five (25) spaces for employees and fifty-eight (58) shall be for clients.

BMV requires that dedicated spaces be available on site to effectively conduct business for parallel parking testing; for timed and scheduled road testing; to accommodate overnight and weekend parking; and unlimited entry and exit privileges.   

All parking areas must be fully lighted. 

On-site parking is normally defined as:

· Parking on the same or adjacent lot as the building to be leased.

If there is not sufficient on-site parking, as defined above, to meet the requirements of this RFI as stipulated above, then expanded off-site parking for employees and clients only may be substituted if within a reasonable walking distance.:

· Public parking (on street or municipal lot parking) if abutting the lot to be leased (if un‑metered and without time restrictions).
· Parking across the street (or diagonally across the street if at an intersection) from the space to be leased.


Note – if a street must be crossed, it must be deemed a “safe” pedestrian crossing by the State (crosswalks, traffic lights for busy streets, etc.)


Note – Parking in a municipal lot (as defined above) will only be considered if it is deemed to have capacity for additional parking.
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
