Route Standards - Class C

Route Selection - The route must be representative of the area in which the exam is being given. For instance, if the town or city is an urban, downtown area, the exam should not be given in a total residential area.  The route will take twenty-five minutes to complete.  Timing will begin when the vehicle is set in motion and ends when the vehicle is secured.

There are six components to a driving examination:
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0. Turns - There must be a minimum of eight left turns and eight right turns.

0. Signs and Signals - Minimum of six stop signs and two traffic lights if available.

0. Lane Changes - At least one lane change in each direction.

0. Speed Zone - One area with a change in speed limit.

0. Offset Backing - The offset backing area should be on a straight, level road preferably where traffic is not heavy.  It is not appropriate to do this maneuver in a no parking zone such as blocking a driveway or a fire hydrant.

0. Straight Line Backing - Select an area where the road is level, straight and traffic is light.  The edge of the road should be clearly marked such as with a curb. The lane should be wide enough to allow any vehicle approaching from the rear to pass around without having to enter the oncoming lane of traffic.  Visibility in both directions should be unobstructed.

Include the following if possible - Yield sign, flashing yellow light, school zone, railroad tracks, high speed driving area (45 mph).
            
Due to varying nature of the geographic locations in which exams are administered, all above requirements may be impossible to meet.  The Examiner should include as many of the requirements as possible.
