» Paradis Park — Box located closer to 283 Bartlett Street access near middle of the park on a corner fence post.
= 57 Birch Street - Box is located on a lamp post to the left of the main building entrance.
. 69 Knox Street - Box is mounted on the community garden fence near the playground.

. Kennedy Park - Box is mounted at the top of stairway at Bates Street; sign post.

42 Walnut Street — Box is mounted on a post near the greenspace area near the trash receptacle.

131 Pine Street/Horton Street — Box is mounted on a park in g sign post on Horton Street side of market.
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208 Pine Street/Jefferson Street - Box is mounted on a parking sign post near entrance to the market.
132 Winter Street/Sunnyside Park — Box is mounted on sign post to right of entrance to Greenway Trail.

Oak St Parking Garage — Box is on a sign post that is attached to the parking garage, across from fire station on Bates Street.

59 Park Street/Dufresne Plaza — Box is mounted on the lamp post near lamp trash receptacle at top of walkway ramp.

. 46 Beech Street/Simard-Payne Park — Box is mounted on a lamp post near elevated ramp/stage.

Canal Street — Box is mounted to a single globe lamp post on east side of Canal Street, 100 feet from Main Street.
