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Å A multistate outbreak of H5N1 in 
dairy cows was first reported on 
March 25, 2024

ï This is the first time that these 
bird flu viruses had been found 
in cows

Å In Maine H5N1 has been detected in 
wild birds and domestic backyard 
bird flocks

ï Last detection in Maine was in 
May 2024 in a wild American 
crow

Å Currently cases are spiking in 
Colorado
