Maine Department of Education Procedures for Reallocating Excess Title III Funds

The State educational agency (SEA) has developed procedures to identify local education agencies (LEAs) with excess Title III funds and to reallocate excess funds to other eligible LEAs.

Reallocated Funds   Title III Sec.3114(c)
The identification of excess funds is as follows:

· Carryover funds exceeding the allowable percentage of 15%

· Funds allocated to any LEA that elected not to participate in the Title III program,

· Voluntary release of funds allocated to any School Administrative Unit (SAU) within a consortium,

· Funds from an LEA that had its allocation reduced because it failed to meet the maintenance of effort requirement, or

· Funds in excess for other reasons (i.e. LEA voluntary release of funds, recovered funds that an LEA has failed to use in accordance with the law).
For excess funds from a member within a consortium, the SEA will reallocate by dividing those funds equally among the remaining members of said consortium.  
For excess funds not within a consortium, the SEA will identify the two LEAs with the largest number of English learners, and from those two, the LEA with the greatest number increase of English learners from the previous year will be the recipient of the reallocated funds.  Allowable uses of these funds would be the same as allowable uses for all Title III funds.
