Dear Parent:

Because our district [consortium] receives Title III federal funds from the U.S. Department of Education to help students learn English, we are required to notify parents of our district’s [consortium’s] progress in meeting the State’s Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs) for students participating in our programs for English Learners (ELs).  The AMAOs are performance targets designed to measure whether ELs in the district or consortium are learning English well enough to be successful in school.

The Maine Department of Education has recently notified us that our district [consortium] (did not make all of) (made two of) the AMAOs for SY 201X-201X   These results are based on the English language proficiency assessment ACCESS for ELLs and/or the percentage of students scoring proficient or higher on the MEA or SAT assessments.

The Maine Department of Education has recently notified us of our district’s AMAO results.  In SY 201X-201X, we made AMAO 1 & 2, which means that we met the State’s targets for the percentage of students making progress and attaining proficiency.  These results were based on the English language proficiency test ACCESS for ELLs.  On AMAO 3, our district did not make the State’s target for the percentage of students scoring proficient or higher on the MEA or SAT assessments.  The state language arts and math assessments are very challenging for many of our ELLs, so this AMAO, which is based on the state assessments’ results, will remain a more difficult target for us to make.

The Maine Department of Education has recently notified us of our district’s AMAO results.  In SY 201X-201X, we made AMAO 2 & 3.  This means that on AMAO 2 we met the State’s targets for attaining proficiency based on the English language proficiency test ACCESS for ELLs.  On AMAO 3, our district made the State’s target for the percentage of students scoring proficient or higher on the MEA or SAT assessments.   We did not make AMAO 1, which means that we did not meet the State’s targets for the percentage of students making progress based on the English language proficiency test ACCESS for ELLs®.
