ONTO TRUCKS. CLEANS AND STERILIZES MILK CONTAINERS AND EQUIPMENT, AND
TENDS PUMPS THAT AUTOMATICALLY CLEAN MILK PIPELINES. MILKS COWS BY HAND
AND USING MILKING MACHINE. CULTIVATES, HARVESTS, AND STORES FEED CROPS,
USING FARM EQUIPMENT, SUCH AS TRUCKS AND TRACTORS. MAY BUILD AND MAINTAIN
FENCES AND FARM FACILITIES. MAY REPAIR AND LUBRICATE EQUIPMENT AND
MACHINERY. MAY MAINTAIN DATA SUCH AS BREEDING AND COST RECORDS.
