Funds from the Title IA Disadvantage and Program Improvement accounts have been released for general Title IA re-allocation purposes.  These funds will be made available to the highest ranking Title I school districts or Title I schools based on the following point system:  
· Increase in poverty percentage:  An increase of >0-2% receives 2 points; a >2-5% increase receives 6 points and greater than a 5% increase receives 10 points.

· Carryover percentages:  >15% carryover receives 0 point; >10-15% carryover receives 1 point; >5-10% carryover receives 2 points; >0%-5% carryover receives 4 points; and 0% carryover receives 5 points.

· Poverty level:  A poverty level of less than 30% receives 0 point; 30-40% receives 2 points; >40-50% receives 3 points; >50-60% receives 4 points; and greater than 60% receives 5 points.

Priority will be given to those districts with a poverty percentage of greater than 30%.    
Only Title IA Summer Programs will be considered for these funds and must meet all Title I program requirements.  If any part of the proposal is not Title I eligible, the whole proposal will be rejected.
