In the Plan Set:

WIN: 21745.00, on SHEET NUMBER 3 OF 220, ESTIMATED QUANTITIES, CHANGE “Item 643.91

Mast Arm Pole 45> Mast Arm” to read “ltem 643.91 Mast Arm Pole 55-foot Mast Arm”. Make this
change in pen and ink.

WIN: 21745.00, on SHEET NUMBER 3 OF 220, ESTIMATED QUANTITIES, CHANGE “Item 643.94
Dual Purpose Pole — 55° Mast Arm and Luminaire Arm” to read “ltem 643.94 Dual Purpose Pole — 45-
foot Mast Arm and Luminaire Arm”. Make this change in pen and ink.

WIN: 21745.00, on SHEET NUMBER 157 OF 220, VERANDA STREET SIGNAL NOTES, under
Equipment and Work Items, CHANGE “Furnish/install dual purpose pole w/55-foot mast arm, 12-foot
luminaire arm and foundation.” to read “Furnish/install pole w/55 -foot mast arm and foundation.”
Make this change in pen and ink.

WIN: 21745.00, on SHEET NUMBER 157 OF 220, VERANDA STREET SIGNAL NOTES, under
Equipment and Work Items, CHANGE “Furnish/install pole with 45 foot mast arm, 12 foot luminaire
arm and foundation.” to read “Eurnish/install dual purpose pole with 55-foot mast arm, 12-foot
luminaire arm and foundation.” Make this change in pen and ink.
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WIN: 21745.00, on SHEET NUMBER 204 OF 220, SUPERSTRUCTURE DETAILS, CHANGE Note 2
which begins “2. Synthetic Compressible Inclusion shall be in accordance...” to read “2._Synthetic
Compressible Inclusion shall conform to ASTM designation D1752, Type 1 (with compression
requirement modified to be 25 psi or less) or ASTM D5249, Type 2. Products such as ‘Ceramar’,
manufactured by W.R. Meadows, or an approved equal, will be acceptable.” Make this change in
pen and ink.

The following questions have been received:

Question: SP501 Micropile - 501.02 Materials - States that Buy America provision apply to the Mill
Secondary casing. Mill secondary casing material can only be traced to an estimated destination of origin.
We can offer a letter from our supplier stating the material is domestic. Will this suffice to meet Buy
America? If not please confirm that Prime Casing with Mill certs is required.

Response: Mill Secondaries meeting the requirements of Buy America, Standard Specification 105.11 -
Other Federal Requirements, are allowed. Written certifications shall be submitted to the Resident for
approval. Please refer to subsection 501.02 Materials within Special Provision 501 — Micropile for more
information on Permanent Steel Casing.

Question: Will a bid item be added for the proposed 55’ mast arm at the intersection of Veranda St &
1295 SB On Ramp?

Response: The 55-foot mast arm at the intersection of Veranda St. and the 1-295 SB On Ramp will be
paid under Item No. 643.91, Mast Arm Pole 55-foot Mast Arm.

Question: The lighting plan notes call for the luminaires to be installed on the conventional light
standards and mast arms with a 2" horizontal tenon. On page 157 of the plans the Equipment & Work
Items state to Furnish/Install pole with 45’ mast arm, 12’ luminaire arm and foundation. Please confirm
how the luminaires should be mounted, 2’ tenon or 12’ luminaire arm?

Response: The luminaires shall be mounted with a 2-inch diameter tenon that extends horizontally 12
feet.

Question: Please clarify Special Provision, Section 107, General Scope of Work, #4, A, "At the
Contractor's option, the 1-295 SB over Washington Avenue Bridge may be closed to traffic." When can
the Washington Avenue Bridge be closed? Can it be closed nightly?

Response: 1-295 SB over Washington Avenue Bridge may be closed to traffic during the 60-hour closure
of 1-295 for the Veranda St. Bridge move. Nighttime lane closures of 1-295 SB over Washington Avenue
Bridge are allowed as defined in the table in subsection 4a of SPECIAL PROVISION — SECTION 107 —
GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK - (Work Times) — (Supplemental Liquidated Damages) for WINs:
23545.00 & 23615.03, please see this Special Provision for more information.
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Question: Can the 1-295 Southbound Washington Ave Bridge be fully be closed to traffic nightly? If it can
be closed nightly, are there permitted days and times the bridge can be fully closed?

Response: See previous response.

Question: Please confirm only plain uncoated Grade 60 reinforcing steel is required for following 3
items. Precast median barriers, approach slabs, & sleeper slabs.

Response: For WIN 021745.00, Plain uncoated Grade 60 reinforcing steel is required for abutment
footings, approach slabs and sleeper slabs. Precast median barriers require stainless steel. For WIN’s
023545.00 & 023615.03, all reinforcing is uncoated Grade 60 reinforcing steel.

Question: On contract drawings sheet no. 195 of 220, Bearing Notes 2. specifies the elastomeric bearing
pad to be vulcanized to the sole and masonry plate. The welded shear blocks could create difficulty in
removing tooling from the bearing after molding. Is it allowable for only the sole plate to be vulcanized
to the pad since there are anchor bolts passing through both the sole and masonry plates?

Response: For the fixed bearing detailed on Sheet 195, which has welded shear blocks, it is acceptable to
only vulcanize the elastomeric bearing pad to the sole plate. For the expansion bearings drawn on Sheet
196, the elastomeric bearing pad shall be vulcanized to the sole plate and the bearing bolster plate.

Question: BI#503.13 Mechanical Splice: 1. Is the quantity of 1062 based on sets (ex. A510ss + A511ss,
A512ss + A560ss, A533ss + A534ss) 2. Bar Mark A533ss quantity is 68 & Bar Mark Ab34ss quantity
is 62. Should there be 3 more bar marks of 2 each to equal the total of Bar Mark A533ss

Response: 1. Yes, the quantity is based on sets; for example, the A510ss bar and A511ss bar, which are
coupled together, will be paid as a single coupler. 2. The number of A553ss (68) and the number of
Ab534ss (62) bars shown on the plans is correct. The A534ss bars are not required for the last three sets
(near face and far face) at the short end of the wall and a mechanical splice is not required at that location.

Question: EMSEAL has determined that the DSM by EMSEAL product was incorrectly specified for the
application it is to be used in. Requesting that a product change for the appropriate product for median
barriers be reviewed and substituted. Appropriate product for this application is the BEJS System by
EMSEAL.

Response: The BEJS System by EMSEAL may be substituted for DSM by EMSEAL.

Question: Special Provision page 101, Section 107.3.1 (Work Times) (Supplemental Liquidated
Damages) indicates shim and surface pavement on 1-295 cannot be placed until at least 5 months after
base pavement is placed. We interpret this to mean traffic will transition to the base pavement elevation
at the ends of the base pavement limits, and there is no temporary pavement layer to be installed and
removed to carry traffic at the final elevation for that 5 months. Please confirm our understanding.

Response: The stated procedure is correct. Shim and surface pavement will be installed a minimum of 5
months after base pavement is placed. Traffic will transition from the base pavement elevation to the
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existing surface pavement at the project limits. Temporary pavement ramps shall be installed at each end
of the paving limits to transition between the two pavement elevations. Please see General Note 36.

Question: Special Provision page 128/129, Section 401 (Special Seasonal Limitations for Bridge Paving)
indicates in several areas that infrared heater(s) may be required under certain conditions. The second to
last paragraph indicates infrared heater(s) will be paid for by the Department under force account,
receipted quote, with markup. We interpret this to mean that any possible requirement for heating relative
to paving is paid for as specified; and this applies to all possible needs for heating as specified and that
there are no incidental heating requirements relative to paving. Please confirm our understanding.

Response: The Department will require infrared heating for any pavement placed outside of seasonal
limitations, in adverse conditions not permitted per specifications, or as directed by the Department. The
cost of infrared heating will be paid by the Department as defined in Special Provision 401 — Hot Mix
Asphalt, Special Seasonal Limitations for Bridge Paving.

Question: Special Provision page 128/129, Section 401 (Special Seasonal Limitations for Bridge Paving)
indicates specific temperature parameters and dates relative to paving. We interpret the last paragraph of
the section to mean that if the temperature parameters cannot be met during the prescribed work dates, the
Department will allow paving to continue as needed to meet the schedule and the pavement will be tested
in place by the Department to determine it is acceptable as a permanent product. If it is not, all removal
and replacement and incidentals to this removal and replacement as needed will be paid for by the
Department. l.e., there is no weather/temperature risk for the Contractor relative to pavement when
placing pavement to meet the prescribed work dates. Please confirm our understanding.

Response: Item 461.131 Temporary Pavement is only to be used for the areas defined on the plans as
temporary, or as directed by the Resident. All other pavement shall be inspected and tested as permanent
pavement. If installed outside of the seasonal limitations and/or in adverse conditions as determined by
the Department prior to installation, and it does not meet acceptance criteria, it shall be removed and paid
for under the appropriate contract pavement placement and removal items, at the cost of the Department.
The Department shall be responsible to assess the acceptance testing to determine whether the material
can be left in-place.

Question: Will there be a designated area to stockpile the Geofoam prior to the construction of the
North/South Approach?

Response: There is no area that is specifically designated for stockpiling the Geofoam. However, the
Contractor may stockpile geofoam material within the project work area in an area approved by the
Resident.

Question: Since the pavement for Item 461.131 will most likely have to come from out of State due to the
time of year needed, will mix from out of State be allowed to be used for temporary pavement?

Response: Any pavement from a non MaineDOT approved plant will only be evaluated as temporary
pavement. The Contractor may source their mix for any Temporary Pavement from any plant they choose,
and it shall be removed in its entirety before any permanent pavement is installed. Temporary Pavement is
only to be used for the areas defined as temporary, or as directed by the Resident.
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Question: In Add #2 a question was asked about paving under the guardrail on 295 and it was stated to either
remove the rail or modify the paver similarly to that used for the pavement safety edge detail. If the paver is
modified in such a manner the outside edge of the pavement that is under the guardrail will not be able to be
compacted and the roller will leave a ridge along the face of the guardrail. Is this acceptable to the MDOT?

Response: It is anticipated that a wedge device or similar apparatus would be used place to HMA mixes
under the rail face and would be adjusted in a manner as to not require additional compaction under the
rail. This approach was commonplace prior to allowing placement of surface mixes only to the face of
rail.

Question: In reference to plan sheet 206; what is the diameter of the Schedule 40 Stainless Steel Pipe
embedded in the precast approach slab?

Response: The Schedule 40 Stainless Steel Pipe shall be a nominal 4” diameter pipe.

Question: In reference to plan sheet 206 and Special Provision 534; the special provision calls for grouting
the dowel bar connection between the backwall and approach slab, but the plans require a pipe sleeve cap
which Note 7 states " The pipe sleeve cap must meet the following . . . not interfere with the movement
between the pipe sleeve and the S605ss dowel bar. . . ", which indicates that the bars would not be grouted
within the pipe. Please clarify whether the bars are grouted within the pipe or not?

Response: The S605ss bars shall not be grouted to the approach slabs. Note 4 on sheet 204
(Superstructure Details I) allows the bars to be drilled and grouted into the backwall instead of being the
cast-in hooked bars shown on the plans.

Question: In reference to plan sheet 204, Note 2, which refers to a Special Provision 620 for a Synthetic
Compressible Inclusion; is the 620-Drainage Geocomposite specification the correct material as this is the
only 620 Special Provision?

Response: Note 2 on plan sheet 204 shall be changed to the following: “2. Synthetic Compressible
Inclusion shall conform to ASTM designation D1752, Type 1 (with compression requirement modified to

be 25 psi or less) or ASTM D5249, Type 2. Products such as ‘Ceramar’, manufactured by W.R.
Meadows, or an approved equal, will be acceptable.”

Consider these changes and information prior to submitting your bid on November 4, 2020.
