The Contractor may begin work 

anytime on or after April 19, 2021 in accordance with Standard Specification 104.4.2 and 

upon approval of all required submittals. Time charge will commence on the start date or 

no later than May 10, 2021, whichever occurs first. 

 

At least 21 calendar days prior to the desired Begin Construction Date. The Contractor 

shall submit an electronic copy of their signed request to begin work and the Begin 

Construction Date. This signed request shall be sent read receipt through email with their 

Schedule of Work, in accordance with Standard Specification 107.4.2, to 

Shawn.Smith@Maine.gov, Dale.Mayo@Maine.gov, Scott.Bickford@Maine.gov and 

Timothy.Pelotte@Maine.gov.
