Please make the following changes to the Bid Documents:
In the Bid Book:

REMOVE from Amendment No. 1, CONTRACT AGREEMENT, OFFER & AWARD, 2 copies, 4
pages each, and REPLACE with the attached, revised CONTRACT AGREEMENT, OFFER &
AWARD, 2 copies, 4 pages each.

REMOVE page 51, SPECIAL PROVISION - SECTION 107 — TIME - (Contract Time and Contract
Completion Date), 1 page, dated June 23, 2020 and REPLACE with the attached, revised SPECIAL
PROVISION - SECTION 107 - TIME - (Contract Time and Contract Completion Date), 1 page, dated July
28, 2020.

The following questions have been received:

Question: Can item 518.50 upward facing patching be paid via cubic foot instead of square foot?
With no known quantity of full depth repair for the concrete fill in the steel grid deck this would help
contractors accurately bid the item.

Response: No, the MaineDOT Standard Specifications states that the method of measurement for the
Repair of Upward Facing Surfaces will be paid for as square foot. This is for all repairs less than 8” in
depth, regardless if reinforcing steel is encountered or not. The concrete filled portion of grid deck is
less than 8 deep, refer to Sheets 4 & 5 of the plans for the steel grid deck details. Several spalls in the
grid deck area are visible where the membrane and wearing surface have failed. These spalls are
approximately 2” in depth.

Question: Can an item for shielding be added that's paid per the square foot? We are concerned there
are some areas where the deck pans are rusted enough that they won't hold up to a 15 Ib chipping gun
and punching through is likely. Without knowing how many areas on the bridge are like this its
impossible to estimate a total area of shielding needed?

Response: No, based on the condition of the existing deck concrete (installed in 2007) it is not
anticipated that the depth of the spalls will require shielding. It is assumed the spalls in the deck are to
the upper portion of the deck only. The Contractor shall exercise caution such that their operations do
not damage existing portions of the bridge which are to remain.

Question: How far below the surface of the concrete deck panels, is the reinforcing steel? Will there
be conflicts milling off the existing surface?

Response: Sheets 4 & 5 of the Plans detail the concrete overfill in the grid deck. The concrete overfill
is approximately 1” thick. It must be noted that SPECIAL PROVISION — SECTION 202 - REMOVING
STRUCTURES AND OBSTRUCTIONS - (Removing Existing Bituminous Pavement), Section 202.04
Construction Requirements, Part D. REMOVAL OPERATIONS, paragraph 6 states “The Contractor
shall not grind into or scarify the existing concrete overfill of the deck. The Contractor shall repair all
concrete overfill damaged by the Contractor's operations at no additional cost to the Department.
Repairs shall be made to the satisfaction of the Resident.”

Question: The completion date of October 30th is very tight for the amount of work that needs to be
done, will the state consider letting this work be done in the spring?

Response: The contract completion date has been revised. Please see the attached, revised SPECIAL
PROVISION, SECTION 107 - TIME - (Contract Time and Contract Completion Date) dated July 28,
2020.

Consider these changes and information prior to submitting your bid on July 29, 2020.
