Please make the following changes to the Bid Documents:
In the Bid Book:

REMOVE pages 18 — 23, Proposal Schedule of Items, 6 pages, dated 6/22/2020, and REPLACE with
the attached, revised Proposal Schedule of Items, 6 pages, dated 7/9/2020.

REMOVE page 143, SPECIAL PROVISION — SECTION 107 — PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS
— (Contract Time — Working Days), 1 page, dated June 1, 2020, and REPLACE with the attached,
revised SPECIAL PROVISION - SECTION 107 — PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS — (Contract
Time — Working Days), 1 page, dated Revised July 10, 2020.

The following questions have been received:
Question: Are there any current/updated plan files or just existing plans on this project?
Response: Existing plans are posted to the MaineDOT web page as part of this project.

Question: We anticipate repairing bridge joints in close proximity to high speed traffic with no good
means of escape and request adding a contract bid item for a mobile barrier systems under applicable

Federal Law and ANSI Standards (ie. 23 USC 109(e), 23 USC 112(g), 23 CFR 630.1108(a) and ANSI
A10.47 A84.4, respectively).

Response: If the Contractor chooses to utilize a barrier system, it will be considered incidental to the
Contract. If a barrier system is utilized, the Contractor will submit the type and specifications of
barrier for Department approval. Further if a barrier is used, please refer to the Special Provision 105
regarding limitations of work and Special Provision 107 Contract Time.
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Question: What is the intent behind the multiple (3) 652.36 Maintenance of Traffic Control Devices
Items?

Response: Please see the revised schedule of items, reflecting one Item 652.36 MTCD and adjusted
quantity.

Question: In the Construction Notes for WIN# 24119.00, page 71 Item 202.2023 Removing
Pavement Surface — Medium Cut Drum, it calls out “Exit 183 Hampden NB Off Ramp (Left slip
Ramp)” should this be Exit 183 Hammond Street NB Off Ramp (Left slip Ramp)?

Response: Yes, it should read Hammond St. Please make this change in pen and ink.

Question: In the Construction Notes for WIN# 24119.00, page 71 Item 403.2081 12.5mm Polymer
Modified Hot Mix Asphalt, the stations for the last 2 crossovers don’t appear to correspond with the
project stationing (3758+16 LT & 4034+97 LT). Should the equation station(s) be factored into these
locations?

Response: Yes.

Question: In the Construction Notes for WIN# 24173.00, page 95 Item 202.2023 Removing
Pavement Surface — Medium Cut Drum, it calls out “Exit 174 Route 69 SB On Ramp (Left slip
Ramp)” and also again on page 96. It does not have any work being performed on Exit 187 Hogan Rd
SB On Ramp, should this have been included in place of the duplicate?

Response: Exit 187 Hogan Road on ramp will be milled and paved, which was mistakenly omitted
from the Construction notes for WIN 24173.00 and would replace the duplicate Exit 174 Route 69
note. Please make this change in pen and ink.

Question: With the night work restriction, we are concerned that the critical path activities will have
to be halted for the 2020 season but the calendar days will be forced to continue, which will force the
contractor to work on minimal activities and lose valuable calendar days. If the contractor is forced to
build the job this way it will not leave enough time to complete the remainder of the project in 2021.
Would the department consider adding additional calendar days or agree to winter suspension at the
2020 seasonal paving limitation deadline?

Response: In calculating the Contract time we have already accounted for that scenario; the calendar
day guantity to accommodate work this year and contract completion next year, we did however adjust
the working days to reflect the change in the Item 652.36 MTCD 2 additional working days will be
added. The Department may consider a winter suspension request after the normal HMA seasonal
limitation deadline has passed.

Question: 132 working days are very tight for this project, due to time on the road, all the bridge
joints, ramps, and mobilization from sections. will the stat consider add more working day to the
project?

Response: See previous response and revised schedule of items.
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Question: The typical details on page 59, 60 & 85 show paving the left-hand shoulder at 5’-6’.
a. Is the intent to pave to the face of the barrier wall?
b. Is there a break at the shoulder or does the grade match the mainline?
c. How will cleaning after milling along the barrier wall be handled?

Response: Yes, as the typicals show, the intent is to mill and pave to the face of the base of the
barrier. There is an existing shoulder break that will be maintained with milling and paving operations.
Milling, cleaning, and paving along the barrier or any other locations will be part of the Contractors
means and methods. The Contractor shall use caution not to damage any barrier, if damage occurs, the
Contractor will repair or replace at their own expense.

Question: The typical sections for the ramps on pages 61 & 86 show milling and paving 16’ wide on
the travel lane. The construction notes say mill mainline, width 16° +/-. If the travel lane on a ramp is
significantly wider than 16’ is the intent to mill from edge line to edgeline?

Response: Ramps will generally be milled at 16’+. Ramps that transition to a wider approach and
match interface with secondary roads will be milled similar to their existing layout, as noted in the
Construction notes for the ramps, actual limits will be determined in the field by the Resident.

Question: If the contractor decides to install temporary roadway mats for bridge joint modifications
type 3a and type 3b, will the temporary roadway mats be paid for under item 524.5?

Response: No, if the contractor chooses to use roadway mats for bridge joint modifications 3a and 3b,
they will be considered incidental to the applicable bridge joint item.

Question: Are the shoulder closures allowed for main line during the day operations or just the
ramps?

Response: Shoulder closures will be permitted for ramps only during daytime operations.

Consider these changes and information prior to submitting your bid on July 15, 2020.

PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS
(Contract Time — Working Days)

This Contract shall be completed within (134) working days. The Contractor may begin work
any time after award in accordance with Standard Specification 104.4.2 and upon approval of all
required submittals. Time charge will commence on the start date or no later than August 24,
2020 whichever occurs first.

At least 21 calendar days prior to the desired Begin Construction Date the Contractor shall
submit an electronic copy of their signed request to begin work and the Begin Construction
Date. This signed request shall be sent read receipt through email with their Schedule of Work,
in accordance with Standard Specification 107.4.2, to Shawn.Smith@Maine.gov,
Dale.Mayo@Maine.gov, Scott.Bickford@Maine.gov. The Contractor shall notify all utility
contacts listed in the 104 Special Provision and provide the utility contacts the submitted
schedule of work within 2 calendar days of the schedule of work submittal. Upon receipt of the
schedule of work, a pre-construction meeting will be scheduled.

The Contractor may request to adjust the submitted schedule of work and Begin Construction
Date once after the initial submittal. The Department will allow adjustments in the Begin
Construction Date of up to seven calendar days if the request is made at least 21 calendar days
prior to the updated Begin Construction Date. This signed request shall be sent read receipt
through email with their Schedule of Work, in accordance with Standard Specification 107.4.2,
to Shawn.Smith@Maine.gov, Dale.Mayo@Maine.gov, and Scott.Bickford@Maine.gov. The
Contractor shall notify all utility contacts listed in the 104 Special Provision and provide the
utility contacts the updated schedule of work within 2 calendar days of the request to adjust the
Begin Construction Date.
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
