The following questions have been received:

Question: Is the pedestrian lighting required for the RRFBs included in the units to pick up at 66
Industrial Way or do they need to be furnished by the Contractor?

Response: Pedestrian lighting will be included in the RRFBs to be picked up at 66 Industrial
Way.

Question: Are the RRFBs currently natural finish? Per page 140 of the bid book, section 643.12,
it appears the Contractor will be required to pick up the units, have them painted flat black, and
then installed. Is this correct?

Response: The RRFBs supplied will have a flat back finish. Contractor will be responsible for
coating any surfaces not finished with flat black paint and touch up any scratches that occur
during transport.

Question: How many decorative post top luminaires are to be supplied? In addition to this, what
lighting schedule are these shown on and on what page?

Response: There are no post top luminaires to be supplied by the Contractor. All post top
luminaires called out on the plans are to be removed and reset accordingly. See Schedules on
Sheet 19 for detailed information.

Question: Will a separate bid item be added for under pavement conduit?
Response: No, all conduit is paid for under Items 626.21 Metallic Conduit or 626.322 Non-

Metallic Conduit.
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Consider these changes and information prior to submitting your bid on October 22, 2025.
