In the Bid Book: 

Remove pages thirty three to thirty nine totaling six pages titled “General Decision Number : 

ME20230035 dated 01/06/2023 and Replace with the attached General Decision Number : 

ME20230035 dated 12/22/2023 

The following questions have been received: 

Question:  How will temporary structural support of the existing utilities be paid? 

Response: No temporary structural support of the existing utility is anticipated. 

Question:  How will excavation be paid? 

Response: Minimal excavation is anticipated.  Any additional excavation will be paid under 

equipment rental..  Flowable fill, granular borrow, and geotextile fabric are intended to be placed 

on the existing ground. 

Question:  Are cofferdams required, and if so how will they be paid? 

Response: No cofferdams are anticipated.  Work will be allowed in the wet. 

Question:  Is the use of a temporary structural support anticipated to brace the existing 

abutment/bridge structure?  If so how will this be paid?  To complete the work safely a large 

quantity of excavation will be required and will further expose the abutment. 

Response: No temporary structural supports are anticipated. Any additional Ex will be 

incidental.   



Question:  Is it possible to place granular borrow around the piles rather than the flowable fill? 

Response: No.  The flowable is used to assure compaction around the piles and no oxygen 

gets to the steel once backfilled.  The flowable fill can be placed all at once or in multiple lifts. 

Question: Can I bid and then get prequalified for this project?

Answer No.  All bidders must be have an MaineDOT Annual prequal in order to bid.
