We now accept electronic bids 
for bid packages posted on the bidx.com website. Electronic bids do not have to be accompanied by paper bids. Please note: 
The Department will accept a facsimile of the bid bond; however, the original bid bond must then be received at the MDOT 
Contract Section within 72 hours of the bid opening. Until further notice, dual bids (one paper, one electronic) will be 
accepted, with the paper copy taking precedence.

Location: In Androscoggin County 

Segment I: On Route 26 in Poland, beginning at the 55-mph sign north of the Hines Road and continuing north for 3.24 
miles. 

In Oxford County 

Segment 2: On Route 26 in Oxford, beginning at the 50 mph sign north of Skeetfield Road and continuing North for 2.30 
miles. 

In Lincoln County 

Segment 3: On Route I in Newcastle, beginningjust north of Lynch Road and continuing north for 9.22 miles to the island at 
East Pond Road in Nobleboro. 

Segment 4: On Route I in Nobleboro, beginning at the island at East Pond Road continuing east for 3.30 miles to the 40-mph 
sign before the Route 32 intersection in Waldoboro. 

Segment 5: On Route I in Edgecomb, beginning after the Donald Davey Bridge continuing .66 miles to the 45-mph sign.

Segment 14: On Route 2 in Hanover, beginning at the 50-mph sign west of Howard Pond Road and continuing east for .64 
miles to the 40-mph sign before Route 5 in Rumford. 

Segment 15: On Route 2 in Rumford, beginning at the 55 mph sign west of Gordon Ave. and continuing east for 3.16 miles 
to the 30-mph sign before the Blue Iris Motor Inn. 

Segment 16: On Route 2 in Rumford, beginning at 40-mph sign east of the Rumford Center Methodist Church and 
continuing east 2.79 miles to the 40-mph sign near Royal Ave. 

Segment 17: On Route 2 in Rumford, at the 50-mph sign East of Prospect Ave. and continuing east for 1.10 miles to the 3 5  
mph sign west of Sam's Italian Foods. 

Segment 18: On Route 117 in Norway, beginning 0.23 miles south of Thomas Hill Road and continuing north for 2.52 miles 
to the 35 mph sign south of Sodom Road. 

In Kennebec/Androscoggin Counties 

Segment 19: On Route 133 in Wayne, beginning 0.27 miles north of Kings Hwy and continuing north for 6.88 miles to the 
35-mph sign after Mercier Lane in Livermore Falls.

Segment 20: On Routes I and IA in Harrington, beginning 0.28 miles west of Oak Point Road and continuing east for 15.08 miles to 
the 40-mph sign after Route 187 in Jonesboro.

Segment 28: On Route I in Westfield, beginning at the 55-mph sign north of Miller Road and continuing north for 5.17 
miles to .07 miles north of the Westfield/Presque Isle town line. 

Segment 29: On Route 11 in T8 RS WELS, beginning 1.91 miles south of the T8 RS WELS/f9 RS WELS line and 
continuing north 19.80 miles to the 35 mph sign south of Levesque Mill Road in Ashland. 

Segment 30: On Route 11 in Ashland, beginning at the 55-mph sign south of the Ashland Water and Sewer District and 
continuing north 16.22 miles to .18 miles south of the Portage Lake/T14 R6 WELS line. 

Segment 31: On Route 212 in Merrill, beginning at the 45 mph sign east of the Merrill Cemetery and continuing west for 
9.47 miles to 500 feet before Route 11 in Moro Plantation.

Each Bid must be made upon blank forms provided by the Department and must be accompanied by a bid bond at 5% of the bid 
amount or an official bank check, cashier's check, certified check, certificate of deposit, or United States postal money order in the 
amount of 5% of the bid amount, payable to Treasurer, State of Maine as a Bid guarantee. A Contract Performance Surety Bond and 
a Contract Payment Surety Bond, each in the amount of 100 percent of the Contract price, will be required of the successful Bidder. 

This Contract is subject to all applicable Federal Laws. This contract is subject to compliance with the Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprise program requirements as set forth by the Maine Department of Transportation.
