The MaineDOT/Maine State Ferry Service is accepting bids with intent to award a

contract to provide maintenance and repair services for electronic equipment on eight (8)
state owned ferry vessels on an as needed basis.

SCOPE OF WORK

A. The Maine Department of Transportation/Maine State Ferry Service operates a fleet
of eight (8) ferries. Ferry Vessels shall be repaired at various Marine Ports in Rockland,
Linconville and Bass Harbor, which is where the Contractor shall join the boat and may
or may not have to travel to the island with the boat to perform Work.

B. Ferry Transportation: complimentary ferry tickets will be provided to the Contractor
when work under this Contract involves working on the vessel while it is underway or at
an island location.

C. The Work includes maintenance and repair of electronic navigation, voice
communication, internal vessel communications and any other electronic or electric
devices connected to this equipment. The ferry vessels are USCG inspected and covered
under subchapter H, K J, F, and T of Title 46 and under Title 47 of the Code of Federal
Regulations.

D. The equipment includes, but it is not limited to radars, radios, DGPS units, AIS units,
chart plotters, satellite compasses, depth sounders, sound powered phone systems, public
address systems, auto-pilots, and gyro compasses. Additionally, all interconnected
equipment, antennas, power supplies, automatic transfer devices for AC/DC power, and
other associated equipment shall be included.

E. The equipment varies from vessel to vessel, but includes Furuno, Raytheon,Standard
Horizon, North Star, and various manufacture auxiliary equipment such as power
supplies and computers. The bidder must have technical manuals and/or access to them,
training to work on all above equipment and have a ready access to parts and materials
for repairs.

The estimated part allowance in no way guarantees that the MaineDOT will use any or all
of the total allowance amount. To maintain and repair the Marine Vessel Electronics, the
Contractor shall be paid by the hour for each accepted hour Work is performed for the
Department. All Travel time, including traveling to and from the work site(s) will be
considered incidental and shall not be measured for payment. The total amount of hours
will be rounded off to the nearest 2 hour. No truck costs, disposal fees, miscellaneous
materials, expenses, mileage, meals, phones nor all overhead expenses will be paid.
Accepted quantities will be paid for at hourly rates bid which shall include full
compensation for all equipment, labor, materials and incidentals required. Regular hourly
rate will be applied to the hours of Monday through Friday from 7:00 AM to 4:00 PM.
Premium hourly rate will be applied to the following:

Changes: The Department may increase Part Allowance from the estimated quantities
shown in the Bid Documents, and such increase shall be considered as unexpected
repairs, or unforeseen circumstances.

Post-Bid, Pre-Award Requirements: The Bidder shall be able to comply with the
Contract Requirements, be able to deliver according to the contract schedule, and have a
history of satisfactory performance.

The Department will notify the Apparent Successful Bidder of the requirements for post-
bid, pre-award qualifications and the Bidder shall provide all of the items within seven
(7) days of the notice. The Contractor shall submit two copies or an electronic copy of all
required submittals to the Department.

The Bidder may be required to submit evidence of compliance with all Contractor

If the Bidder does not have a history of satisfactory performance performing similar
Work under contracts with the Department that meets the Contractor Requirements
regarding experience, the Bidder may be required to submit written documentation
setting forth the experience of the Bidder and Bidder’s key personnel who will be
performing the Work specified in the contract documents, including a description of
similar work completed in the last five (5) years that highlight the Bidder’s and
subcontractors’ related experience.

The Bidder’s submittal may be required to include a statement describing the personnel
and equipment available for the Work and demonstrating that the Bidder is able to
deliver according to the contract schedule. Contractors may be required post bid pre
award to demonstrate they meet some of the contractor requirements.

Upon receipt of the pre-award submittals, the Department will review the submissions
and determine if the submitted evidence or information satisfies the Department
requirement that the bidder is qualified to properly carry out the terms of the Contract.

Bidders shall ensure that all information required herein is submitted. Provision of
inaccurate information or failure to provide all completed and required information may
result in the Bidder being determined to be “Not Qualified” or disqualified as non-
responsive. Within 14 days, the Department will review the submissions and determine
if the available evidence or information satisfies the Department requirement that the
bidder is qualified to properly carry out the terms of the Contract. The Department
reserves the right to communicate in writing with Bidders, if needed, to obtain additions
to and/or clarification of information contained in the submittals received. The
qualifications submitted will be checked for general conformance with the concept of the
project and compliance with the requirements set out in the Contract Documents.
Review by the Department, comments by the Department, or any failure to review or
comment, shall not absolve the Contractor of its responsibility or to shift any
responsibility to the Department. The Bidder shall have 3 days to submit additions and
clarifications. The Bidder shall have no additional opportunity to submit or clarify
information. The Department will not provide an opportunity for the Bidder to meet to
present evidence.

Based on these submissions, the Department will make one of the following
determinations:
