III. Additions to Agenda:

VII. New Business
a. Human Trafficking (Dan) – Dan has been working with DHS, ICE, and FBI on creating a more specific EMS training on human trafficking. More than just making it EMS specific they are seeking to provide Maine examples for education cases. 
i. Dan would like to see 4 train the trainer sessions. With this being a Maine EMS endorsed project. We could create a MEMSEd course and offer this in mass quantity. Education committee voiced support for this project.
b. Protocols – 
i. Process – MEMSEd, MDPB involvement with white papers and recording, 

ii. Changes – Consensus is that there are few major changes in this round of protocols and that many of the changes such as pressors span multiple protocols. It may be easier to have a pharmacology section frontloaded onto the update to alleviate redundancy.
iii. Creating Updates – Portland Fire working with their ALS education group have volunteered to assist in creating the protocol updates. Dan and Don will be meeting with them on July 1 to start this process and see how involved they wish to be. Updates will follow at the next meeting
