The combination of two back-to-back severe coastal storms both involving astronomical high tide, strong damaging winds, large
battering waves, and extensive storm surge resulted in extraordinary damage to public and private infrastructure along Maine's eight
coastal counties. A total of 2,007 Individuals and Households Damage Assessments and 1,181 Business and Agriculture Damage
Assessments were received, and reports of $70.3 million in public infrastructure damages were obtained. Damages between the two
systems were indistinguishable and therefore assessed as one event. All seven community lifelines were impacted.

The State Emergency Operations Center fully activated on January 10th and January 13th to monitor and assist in the coordination of
resource requests. Emergency Response Team members were activated to support coordination across hundreds of road closures,
power restoration efforts, removal of oil and hazardous flood waters, and vapor assessments. Aerial damage assessments were
performed both within and after the incident period to expedite understanding of scope and magnitude. Hundreds of rmunicipal
rescues were performed across coastal counties with Maine Warden Service assisting in water rescue efforts for one municipality.
One municipal evacuation was conducted and one temporary evacuation site was activated. On January 11th, a State of Emergency
was proclaimed for all eight coastal counties.
