Statement of Fact

Pursuant to S MRSA §1668 this financial order implements a curtailment of Fiscal Year 2020-21
allotments in response to the downward reprojection of General Fund and Highway Fund revenues in
the August 2020 forecast.

The Revenue Forecasting Committee met on July 29, 2020 to update the revenue forecast based on
changes to the economic forecast caused by the COVID-19 pandemic. The Committee revised General
Fund revenues downward by $527.8 million and Highway Fund revenues downward by $30.8 million in
Fiscal Year 2020-21.

General Fund allotment curtailments in this financial order total $221,775,584. Highway Fund allotment
curtailments in this financial order total $23,000,822.
