THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that I, Janet T. Mills, Governor of the great State of Maine, do 
hereby designate the week of March 15th as 

Maine Cultural Awareness Week 

and encourage all Maine citizens to observe and appreciate appropriately the richness of our cultural 
community and the many gains we receive thereby.
