2. Further Discussions on State-Designated, State-Wide HIE  

To help prepare for this meeting, we are attaching several draft documents that resulted from a meeting on November 15th of the LD 1818 Theme 3 group and LWG members.    At that meeting, it was suggested that the Office of the State Coordinator’s HIT Plan approved by CMS and ONC be used as a framework for establishing policy cases and recommendations for the LD 1818 report back.

i. Column A summarizes the guiding principles that was introduced at the November 15th meeting.  The participants of the meeting reached consensus in principle, on the principles; 

ii. Column B summarizes the current state and draft proposed draft recommendations from the LD 1818 work group governance and PHI subcommittees;

iii. Column C. asks what laws and rules would need to be changed, and what language would be needed to implement the guiding principles/recommendations.  Column C represents the request and provides the framework for the LWG to respond to specific legal questions.

2. Attributes of a State-Designated / State-Wide HIE.  This excel spreadsheet asks “for consideration of” attributes of the HIE that was developed, in part, by members of the LD 1818 and LWG.
