June 9, 2011

Jim opened the meeting with attendee introductions and then asked for program updates. 
Cathy Bruno, Bangor Beacon:

· 12 CEO’s from partner organizations met to discuss future opportunities and information sharing. 
· She presented Bangor Beacon’s first year accomplishments at ONC’s  Beacon Birthday event in DC .

· A third Care Manager meeting was held in May.  She noted that additional meetings are planned as efforts continue to identify resources for diabetes education and further improve care transition processes.
Jim asked Cathy if there was any discussion at the Beacon DC meeting concerning savings associated with Payment Reform initiatives such as measuring volume instead of dollars. Cathy noted that there was no specific conversation.  

Jim reviewed the KVCC report drafted by Megan Landry and distributed prior to the meeting citing KVCC enrollment to date at 110 and upcoming programs scheduled for June, September, January 2012 and March 2012.  He then complimented the community colleges on their success in implementing their HIT training programs.

Bob Khol, Maine Primary Care Association
· 8 out of 20 organizations, FQHC’s/Indian, were now linked to the data warehouse.  He noted that one tool available with the warehouse was identification of MaineCare eligibles whose coverage is about to lapse which should help to avoid the re-establishment process.   
· There are 5 different EMR platforms between 20 different organizations.
· Reported on a new activity, Syndromic Surveillance, citing meaningful use requires daily reporting to CDC of ILI (Influenza like Illness) funded by the state and starts in July. 
· The Health Centers to implement a patient portal. 
· IHOC discussions continue regarding how best to report on 40,000 children.
· MPCA will share and collaborate with anyone – their experiences may be of benefit to others and help save development costs.
Shaun Alfreds,  HealthInfoNet
· Continue to add hospitals and health centers noting that St. Joseph’s is live and that Goodall is expected to go live next week. 
· Work continues with Bob Kohl and the centers with the technical piece done, currently working on the legal side.  On the immunization side, testing will be with St. Joe’s.
· Regarding pharmacy - HIN currently pays and Surescripts handles however there are concerns of incomplete data and discussions are now underway to remedy the situation.
· He also reported HIN is actively working on patient portal allowing patient to see own health record.  Two options:  Orion Health and a Canadian company.  Continuing to work with MPCA and have 846 providers enrolled.  The enrollment team continues to assess what EMR appropriate for them.  It was noted Quality Counts is a partner on this grant.

Joan Klayman, IHOC

· Executive Committee met to share, collaborate, maximize current learning opportunities. 
· A contractual agreement has been reached with HIN re: data collection. 
· Secured a multi-state grant to implement the Bright Futures Toolkit.
· Will be working with MaineCare to revise MaineCare forms to align with others electronically.  
Paul Klainer asked Joan if there was a dental component associated with these activities.  She noted there were two measures to collect data.  It was noted that there should be a connection with the new dental school.  Jim Leonard asked that the HIT website add a link to the IHOC website. 
Karynlee Harrington, Dirigo Health Agency, updated the Steering Committee regarding the Agency and health insurance exchange activities.  She cited LD 1582, Resolve, Creating the Advisory Committee on Maine’s Health Insurance Exchange, a 9-member Council appointed by the Governor representing interests of stakeholders in regards to a health insurance exchange.   She said an Internal Steering Committee has also been named to report to the Advisory Committee.  The Advisory Committee is responsible for recommendations to the Governor.  

Perry Ciszewski
· IHS has provided a data patch for the Tribes; meaningful use certified EHR.

· Reported that not all sites have pharmacies – bridge w/Surescripts.
· Working on electronic exchange of lab reports. 
· Plans to meet w/Shaun Alfreds re: data.exchange.

Dawn Gallagher updated the SC on the status of MaineCare HIT initiatives concerning Medicaid funding available to provide payments to eligible Providers for EHR implementation.  She reported that Maine’s State Health Plan was approved on May 2nd, 2011, and funding approval was expected by 6/13. She then discussed implementation of the Provider Incentive Plan announcing that MaineCare will conduct tests of the system in July and August, launch the program in October and ready to make payments on December 31st.  A timeline depicting the implementation dates was distributed to SC members.  

Jim gave a legislative update on LD 1331 and LD 1337.  Both bills have been passed and sent to print. 

LD 1331, An Act To Ensure Patient Privacy and Control with Regard to Health Information Exchanges.  LD 1331 calls for a more defined role and privacy obligations of health information exchanges. 
LD 1337, An Act To Ensure Patient Privacy and Control with Regard to Health Information Exchanges
· Provides additional protections regarding Security and Privacy levels.

· Provides for patient opt-out structure to achieve security & privacy, specifically sensitive health data.

Katherine Pelletreau, Maine Association of Health Plans, reported that LD 1467, Resolve, An Act To Improve Timely Access to Health Care Data, creates a 17-member Workgroup staffed by Commissioners or their designees and calls for the Workgroup to report to the Health and Human Services Committee.  The Workgroup’s mission is to review the purposes and uses of data as well as what additional uses of data are there.
