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Preface

The Maine Healthcare Occupations Report combines a variety of workforce statistics for
the over 80,000 healthcare occupational professionals in the state. Sources of data used
in this report include:

e 2021 Occupational Employment & Wage Statistics (OEWS) for Maine and the US
e Maine Quarterly Census for Employment & Wage (QCEW)

The distribution and employment mix of healthcare occupational workers by industry, the
number of employed workers in each occupation, their respective wages, and
occupational forecasts are included. Compensation in Maine’s healthcare occupations is
contrasted with US mean wages for the same occupations. Additional occupational
information such as job descriptions and typical education requirements, schools in the
state offering related educational programs and the number of program completers at
each school by award type for each occupation may be found in the Healthcare
Occupational Data Sheets at the end.
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DEFINITIONS

Healthcare Sector

For the purposes of this report the healthcare sector is defined as all establishments in
the hospital, ambulatory care, nursing and residential care services and social
assistance industries. This is the definition used by the North American Industry
Classification System (NAICS) for the healthcare sector. As an economic sector is a
conglomeration of industries involved in similar business activities; the healthcare sector
also may properly be referred to as the healthcare & social assistance industries.

The NAICS defines the four healthcare subsectors as follows:

Industries in the ambulatory health care services subsector provide health care
services directly or indirectly to ambulatory patients and do not usually provide
inpatient services. Health practitioners in this subsector provide outpatient
services, with the facilities and equipment not usually being the most significant
part of the production process.

Industries in the hospitals subsector provide medical, diagnostic, and treatment
services that include physician, nursing, and other health services to inpatients
and the specialized accommodation services required by inpatients. Hospitals
may also provide outpatient services as a secondary activity. Establishments in
the Hospitals subsector provide inpatient health services, many of which can only
be provided using the specialized facilities and equipment that form a significant
and integral part of the production process.

Industries in the nursing and residential care facilities subsector provide
residential care combined with either nursing, supervisory, or other types of care
as required by the residents. In this subsector, the facilities are a significant part
of the production process, and the care provided is a mix of health and social
services with the health services being largely some level of nursing services.

Industries in the social assistance subsector provide a wide variety of social
assistance services directly to their clients. These services do not include
residential or accommodation services, except on a short-stay basis.



Healthcare Occupations

Healthcare occupations are defined in accordance with the 2018 Standard Occupational
Classification (SOC) system. SOC is the basic occupational coding taxonomy used by
all government statistical agencies. SOC disaggregates all healthcare occupations into
two broad categories: healthcare practitioners and technical workers and healthcare
support workers. Healthcare practitioners represent the highest levels of licensure in the
medical field—doctors, dentists, registered nurses, and physical and occupational
therapists are a representative sample of healthcare practitioners. The healthcare
support worker category includes the lower levels of licensure—nursing aides, home
health aides, physical therapist assistants, occupational therapist aides, etc.



DEMOGRAPHICS OF WORKERS IN HEALTHCARE

The following demographic data on the age, gender, race/ethnicity, and education
attainment of workers in the healthcare & social assistance sector is produced from the
US Census Bureau’s Quarterly Workforce Indicators (QWI). These demographics help
provide context about the composition of the workforce in Maine, with the caveat that
QW] data includes all job holders in the industry, not just those in healthcare-providing
occupations. Overall, healthcare-providing occupations represent over 60 percent of the
jobs in Maine’s healthcare & social assistance sector.

Distribution of Workers by Age

The share of workers in the 55-64 age range has nearly doubled in Maine over the last
20 years from 11 percent in 2001 to 20 percent in 2021. The share of workers aged 35-
44, 29 percent, and 45-54, 26 percent, has dropped to 21 and 20 percent over the same
timeframe, respectively. Compared to the US, Maine had a similar distribution of
employment among age groups with a slightly higher share of workers in the 55-64 age
range in 2021.
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Distribution of Workers by Gender

Women comprise the majority of job holders in Maine’s healthcare & social assistance
sector, representing 79 percent of job holders in 2021. Women have consistently held
about 80 percent of the jobs in this sector in Maine over the last 20 years. This is
comparable to the US trend, as women held 77 percent of all healthcare & social
assistance sector jobs in 2021.

Distribution of Workers by Race/Ethnicity

Job holders in Maine’s healthcare & social assistance sector are predominantly white
(93 percent) and non-hispanic or latino (98 percent). For reference, white workers make

up 94 percent of all job holders in Maine across all industry sectors. The overall US

employment in this sector is more diverse with white workers making up only 71 percent
of the total employment in the healthcare sector.

Distribution of Workers by Educational Attainment

The majority of job holders in the healthcare & social assistance sector in Maine have

an education attainment of at least some college or associate degree or higher (60

percent). Conversely, about 31 percent have an educational attainment of a high school

degree or less. The overall mix in Maine is similar to that of the US. Most healthcare

practitioner and technical workers require some college or an advanced degree, while
many of the healthcare support occupations require a high school or equivalent

credential.

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Distribution of Workers by Location

The distribution of the workforce plays a critical role in the population’s ability to access
health services. According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture Economic Research
Service, 40 percent of Mainers reside in rural areas and these populations have lower
per capita incomes, higher rates of poverty and unemployment, and lower levels of
education attainment. Conversely, the urban areas of Maine, which are home to the
large hospital systems and a majority of the health workforce, offer better access and
higher numbers of health workers per population.

In disaggregating the
workforce by county, we can account for 96.7% of statewide employment.

Cumberland County has the highest share of total health practitioners & support
workers in the state at over 30 percent, despite having only 22 percent of the population
residing in the county. This leads to a disproportionately larger number of health
workers per population (75 per thousand residents) relative to the statewide average of
55. Conversely, counties like York, Waldo, Sagadahoc, Oxford, and Lincoln are all well-
below the statewide average. Despite the low share of healthcare workers in these
areas, many still have good access to health services available in a neighboring county.



For example, Sagadahoc County has the lowest number of health workers per thousand
residents at only 21. However, each of the neighboring counties contains a hospital
system that is in close proximity to the cities and towns of Sagadahoc. Depending on
their location within Sagadahoc, residents can travel west for services in Brunswick,
north for services in Lewiston or Augusta, or east for services in Damariscotta. Despite
the low share of health workers within the borders of Sagadahoc, there is still ample
access to health services for these residents.



HEALTHCARE OCCUPATIONS IN MAINE

The vital role played by healthcare occupational workers in delivering medical care
throughout the state highlights the importance of understanding employment and wage
characteristics of these workers. The Occupational Employment and Wage Statistics
(OEWS) program, a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS)
and CWRI, produces employment and wage estimates for over 800 occupations and is
the best available source of data in this respect. These estimates are available at the
national, state, metropolitan and nonmetropolitan area levels, and do not include non-
payrolled workers, independent contractors, and owners of unincorporated firms.

The following data on the distribution and mix of healthcare occupational employment
by industry, occupational employment statistics, wage statistics and employment
forecasts were produced by CWRI’'s OEWS program. Occupational job descriptions and
minimum education requirements, schools in Maine offering educational programs for
each occupation, the number of program completers by school and degree are available
in the Healthcare Occupations Data Sheets.

Healthcare Occupations by Industry

There were an estimated 74,860 people working in payroll-covered healthcare
occupations in Maine in 2021. Approximately 84 percent of these healthcare workers
were employed in the healthcare sector (ambulatory care, hospitals, nursing and
residential care facilities, social assistance industries), while the remaining 16 percent
were employed in non-healthcare industries.

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Of the 84 percent of the state’s healthcare occupational workforce that was employed in
the healthcare sector, 36 percent were employed at hospitals, 32 percent in ambulatory
care, 20 percent at nursing and residential facilities and 12 percent were employed in
social assistance.

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Of the 16 percent of Maine’s healthcare occupational workers that were not employed in
the healthcare sector, 23 percent worked in public administration, 20 percent in
professional, scientific and technical services, 18 percent in health and personal care
stores, 13 percent in education services, 12 percent in administrative and support
services, and 14 percent in other industries (manufacturing, management, personal
services, etc.).

Distribution of Healthcare Employment in Non-Healthcare Industries
Maine, 2021
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Throughout the pandemic as healthcare providers have had to quickly adapt to the
public health emergency, many providers have filled staffing needs by contracting with
travel nursing agencies. Traveling nurses typically work on short term contracts in a
particular area of need. While travel nursing arraignment have existed for decades,
there has been a noticeable increase in reported employment by establishments who
employ them in Maine. Due to the structure of the industrial classification system, these
employers are classified under the administrative support services industry sector.

Using a list of licensed travel nursing agencies provided by the Maine Department of
Health & Human Services, matches were made to unemployment insurance wage
records to examine the employment and wage trends at these organizations.
Approximately 65% of the agencies were able to be directly matched and their data
aggregated for total jobs and total wages paid out by quarter going back to 2018.
Employment in these establishments was relatively stable from 2018 through 2020 with
about 2,100 — 2,300 jobs, however, by the first quarter of 2022 the employment totals
had increased to around 4,250. Total wages reported increased at an even faster rate,
more than tripling from the first quarter of 2021 (approximately $18 million) to over $76
million in the first quarter of 2022.

Travel Nursing Agencies
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It should be noted that some of these individuals could still be working in traditional
settings such as hospitals but no longer as a direct employee of that organization. It's
also unknown the exact occupational mix of these workers (registered nurses, licensed
nurses, nurse practitioners, or nursing assistants). More data and further analysis is
needed over time to better understand if this is a cyclical or structural change in the way
these occupations are employed.

Occupational Mix within Healthcare Industries

It is useful to understand the healthcare occupational employment mix within Maine’s
healthcare and social assistance industries. The following chart illustrates that
registered nurses (RNs) were, by far, the healthcare occupation in greatest number at
hospitals in Maine in 2021. Nursing assistants and medical assistants represented the
second and third largest healthcare occupations working at Maine hospitals.

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RNs, medical assistants, home health and personal care aides, dental assistants and
hygienists represented nearly 50 percent of healthcare occupational employment within
Maine’s ambulatory healthcare services industry in 2021.

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Home health and personal care aides and nursing assistants represented 85 percent of
total healthcare occupational employment in the nursing and residential care facility
industry in 2021. Registered nurses and licensed practical & vocational nurses
represented 7 and 4 percent of industry employment, respectively.

Mix of Healthcare Occupations in Nursing & Residential Care Facilities
Maine, 2021
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Healthcare occupations represented approximately 40 percent of total employment
within Maine’s social assistance industry in 2021. The largest healthcare occupation
employed in the social assistance industry—home health and personal care aides,
represented 95 percent of healthcare occupational employment and 38 percent of total
employment in the industry.

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Occupational Wage Statistics

The average healthcare practitioner in Maine earned $89,840 in 2021, a substantial
premium to the statewide average wage of $53,230. Healthcare support workers earned
$34,670 on average, approximately 35 percent less than the average statewide wage
for all occupations (including non-healthcare occupations). The substantial education
and training requirements for doctors, dentists and other healthcare practitioners are a
significant contributing factor to the premium wages earned in these occupations.

The following MPSO report contains median wage outcome data for healthcare-related
completers at three, five, and seven-years after graduation that are currently working full-time
in the healthcare & social assistance sector of Maine. This data doesn’t include completers
who may be working in a different industry, state, part-time or in a non-payrolled structure like
self-employed. This data is collected differently from the completions data that is included in
the Health Occupational Data sheets and is only available for the current partnering
institutions, the University of Maine System and the Maine Community College System.
