Continuing Medical Education 
Licensing
Taken in Other Countries
POLICY:  It is the policy of the Board of Licensure in Medicine that category 1 CME credits from countries other than the United States will be accepted to meet active license renewal requirements if a formal reciprocal agreement exists between that country and the Accreditation Council for Medical Education of the American Medical Association. 

EFFECTIVE DATE:  December 8, 1998
REAFFIRMED:  January 12, 1999

REVISION DATE:  May 10, 2005
HISTORY:  On January 12, 1999 the Board reaffirmed this policy of the Board.  The Board received assurance from Maine Medical Association that a reciprocal agreement exists between the American Medical Association's Committee on Continuing Medical Education and the Committee on Accreditation of Canadian Medical Schools (CACMS) regarding CME.

In March, 2005 AMA informed the Board that it has letters of understanding regarding the principles that underpin CME with Mexico, Spain, Singapore, and the Union of European Medical Specialists (UEMS).  AMA has an ongoing pilot with the European Accreditation Council for CME (EACCME) that allows conversion of their CME credits to AMA PRA Category 1 credits.  AMA also has an agreement with Canada which allows conversion of their AMA credits to American Medical Association Physicians Recognition Award (AMA PRA) Category I credits.  AMA also has an agreement with Canada which allows for AMA PRA Category 1 credit for Canadian medical education as long as the accredited Canadian medical school developed its CME activities through the Committee on Accreditation of Canadian Medical Schools (CACMS) in compliance with AMA PRA requirements.
On May 10, 2005 this policy was revised by removing the initials (ACCME) from the paragraph in the history section.
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
