SECTION IV. - BOARD POLICY
Temporary Licenses – Proof of Examination
Licensing

POLICY: It is the policy of the Board of Licensure in Medicine that an applicant for Temporary Licensure may confirm examination qualification by providing either:

1. notarized copies of original examination verification reports; or

2. sworn affidavit that the applicant:

a)
passed the FLEX, NBME, or USMLE licensing examinations after 1985, passed a full examination set within 7 years, and passed the final step in no more than 3 attempts; and 

b)
has contacted the examining entity and requested original source verification of examination scores be sent to this board.  

Failure of the applicant who uses the second option to provide original source verification of examination to the Board within 90 days shall result in the initiation of proceedings to revoke the Temporary License based on unprofessional conduct for misrepresenting a material fact on the application.

REVISION DATE:
HISTORY:  The requirements for temporary and permanent licensure as specified in statute are the same.  To expedite processing of temporary licenses the Board has for some time accepted notarized copies of original documents.  This policy will have no effect on applicants selecting option 1) above.   

Often the applicant does not have access to original examination reports and must seek original source verification of examination scores, creating a need for a rapid confirmation of examination qualification such as option 2).

Based on a survey of licensing boards, all licensing jurisdictions have required the successful completion of one of the named exam sets in their entirety or in combination as specified by the USMLE since 1985.  Every state also requires original source verification of examination scores directly from the examining entity for permanent licensure.  

The verification of examination scores, when necessary, has become a time consuming (10 to 14 days) processing delay which might be avoided if the applicant submits an affidavit stating that original source verification has been requested.
