Whether you are working on your community’s first comprehensive plan or are updating an existing plan, 
Maine’s state agencies and regional planning organizations wish to provide as much assistance as possible to 
help your planning committee be efficient and productive.  
 
Though locally-sourced information is indispensable, our resource packages are designed to provide most of 
the data needed to answer the analysis questions found in the Comprehensive Plan Review Criteria Rule. In 
this way, we hope to reduce the time and effort that your committee needs to spend on data collection, so that 
it can concentrate more on planning for your community’s future.   
 
The state is required by rule (08 002 chapter 1, sec 2.5.c) to provide a minimum amount of data within 8 months of 
a community requesting it. The Municipal Planning Assistance Program solicits requests for this data from 
communities then coordinates with state agencies to compile it before sending it on to the individual communities.
