NOTICE TO ERIC C. GRIFFEY:

Effective as of April 21, 2026, your Maine resident producer application will be DENIED without
further formal proceedings unless you request a hearing as specified below.

The reasons for your license denial are as follows:

1. On March 2, 2017, you were convicted of Class B aggravated assault. On May 31, 2017, you were
sentenced to imprisonment for a term of eight years, all but four years suspended, and
probation for a term of four years.

2. OnFebruary 18, 2025, you applied for a resident insurance producer license to the Maine
Bureau of Insurance. In response to a question on the application that asked whether you had
been party to an administrative proceeding, you answered “no.” In fact, you have been the
subject of two orders issued by the Maine Bureau of Insurance, that had the effect of revoking
insurance producer licenses you have previously held. One such revocation order became
effective on May 23, 2014 and the other became effective on July 26, 2017.

3. The criminal conviction described in paragraph 1 represents grounds for the denial of your
Maine resident producer license pursuant to 24-A M.R.S. §§ 1420-K(1)(F), 1424-A(1)(B); and 5
M.R.S. § 5302(1), as it has not been demonstrated that you have been sufficiently rehabilitated
to warrant the public trust.

4. Your failure to disclose the license revocations described in paragraph 2 on your application
represents grounds for the denial of your resident insurance producer license pursuant to 24-A
M.R.S. § 1420-K(1)(A).

Therefore, based upon the above grounds, your application for a resident producer license is
denied as of April 21, 2026, pursuant to 24-A M.R.S. §§ 1417 and 1420-K, subject to your right to
request a hearing. Under the Maine Insurance Code, specifically 24-A M.R.S. § 1417 and § 1420-K,
you have the right to a hearing before the Superintendent or his designee to appeal this action. If
you request a hearing, you will have the right to present evidence and arguments in your defense.

If you request a hearing, you will receive further communication regarding scheduling. The
matters to be determined through the hearing process are: (1) whether you committed one
or more of the violations listed above, and if so, the reasonableness of the Superintendent’s
action in denying your license application; and (2) as to the Class B Aggravated Assault
conviction, whether you have been sufficiently rehabilitated to warrant the public trust.
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To request a hearing, you must notify the Bureau of Insurance in writing no later than April 20,
2026, If you do not file a written request for a hearing within 30 days from the time you knew or
reasonably should have known of this act through this Notice and Order, you will lose your right to
request a hearing on this matter. Pursuant to 24-A M.R.S. § 213(3), this Notice from the
Superintendent to you shall be deemed to have been given when deposited in a mail depository of
the United States Post Office.

Any request for a hearing, as well as all other communications regarding this Notice, Order, and
