ADMINISTRATIOR’S REPORT

Peter Holmes stated it has been a busy winter, we have been working on the HUD training, started doing dealer lot audits (dealer lot reviews).  We are finding some dealerships that do not have the disclosure forms to hand out so we are making sure copies are brough to each audit.  Dealers have had a lot of questions so it has been a good opportunity for them to get the answers.  Community licenses renewals were due at the end of March, after 90 days we are making sure the communities reapply for licensure and are requiring approval letters for water and sewer as well as plans.  We have had problems with communities this winter/spring with road conditions.  Other complaints we have received with communities is rent increases but we do not have jurisdiction over that and they are allowed to raise the rent as much as they want with proper notice.  Ryan and Jess revamped data collection for pre-occupancies.  Ryan did a great job reformatting our HUD pre-occupancy spreadsheet making it easier to track notifications/inspections.  We are trying to integrate everything to work better.  We have a monitor meeting with HUD in May.
