IX. 
ADMINISTRATIOR’S REPORT

Peter Holmes reported for the past two months we have been working on the Dealer Review Program.  While conducting these “Dealer Lot Reviews” they found an education piece missing.  Jess and Ryan have done a great job multi-tasking by conducting HUD pre-occ inspections and dealer lot reviews.  We had our annual HUD review and they are very happy with our plan and are using ours as a model plan for other states.  

We are getting a lot of calls in regard to “tiny homes” and “tiny camps”.  Pete has spoken to the Assistant Fire Marshal (in charge of CEOs) and they are planning to send information out to building inspectors that these are not regulated by the MHB.  


Another item brought to his attention was changes to the HUD energy efficiency requirements. In Maine, in the reported time for payback is 4 years for singlewides and 9 years for multi-sectional homes.  The new requirements go into effect in August of this year and manufacturers will need to comply by next year.  

Overall things are going well and are busy.
