ADMINISTRATIOR’S REPORT

Peter Holmes reported he was thankful to the Board for authorizing staff to offer Consent Agreements for HUD Pre-Occ Inspections for failed to Notify and for homes already occupied when they were supposed to be inspected.  So far we have issued four for homes already occupied, one for failed to notify and about 8-10 that did not notify us at all.  
The community inspections are going well, we are hoping to be done with them by the end of October until next year.  
Complaints have been slowing down a little, a lot of the complaints we have been receiving have to do with “improper” or lack of journeyman quality workmanship or just lack of attention from dealers.  Regarding community complaints we thought they would die down but the type of complaints just changed.  Ryan and Jess are doing a good job with keeping up with complaints.  Overall we have been very busy.

OPPORTUNITY FOR PUBLIC COMMENT

Dick Bradstreet commented asking if we had a form sheet for dealers to give customers regarding pre-occupancy inspections, he stated some dealers are having a hard time keeping customers from moving in prior to the inspection when selected.  Pete stated we do not have a form sheet but when a home is selected they should tell the customers the home is not ready to occupy until a certain date and our inspectors are very good about getting the inspections scheduled within 5 days, usually sooner.  
Dick also asked about the open seats on the Board and where they stand at the Governors office?  Pete told him the last he heard all Boards were still waiting not just ours, and we are in a good spot with the amount of members we have compared to some other Boards.
