Re:	Guidance Regarding Title Application

We appreciate the cooperation that we have received from the dealer industry amid the COVID-19 pandemic. We are doing our best to help navigate the issues that arise as a result of this public health emergency. 

We have received several inquiries regarding the submission of title applications. Many dealers have expressed concerns about submitting title applications, fearing that the materials would be lost in the mail. We want to address these concerns to ensure that everyone receives the same information. The following items should be considered:

1. The Bureau of Motor Vehicles is still processing mail.
2. All sales requirements remain in effect during this crisis; therefore, all title applications must be submitted within 30 days, to avoid late fees and regulatory violations.
3. Liens can only be perfected when the applications for title are delivered to the Secretary of State.
