Addendum to the recommendations provided by the Motorcycle Safety Foundation (MSF) for the safe resumption of motorcycle training activities in Maine.
The Spring 2020 Interim Recommendations suggested by the MSF regarding Covid-19 protocols shall be utilized with the following modifications:
General Information
     Anyone arriving to participate or conduct a motorcycle training course who is coughing, or sneezing shall be dismissed and rescheduled.
Classroom
     Writing instruments shall not be shared.  Students shall provide their own personal materials.  Protective masks are required by all participants and instructors when inside a classroom.  A six-foot seating distance shall be maintained.   Classroom activities shall also be conducted outside as appropriate. 
Range
[bookmark: _GoBack]     Students and instructors are required to provide all their own protective riding gear to include a helmet, eye protection, full fingered gloves, long sleeves, long pants and over-the-ankle footwear.  At no time shall protective riding gear be shared or provided, even between students.  Protective masks are required by all participants and instructors when a six-foot distance cannot be maintained on the training range.
Each student and instructor shall be assigned a specific training motorcycle.  At the end of each training course or training day, training motorcycles shall be disinfected to include all controls, fuel tanks, handlebars, keys and chokes.  
All other recommendations made by MSF in the Spring 2020 Interim Recommendations to include the Interim Level II Classroom Participant Packet shall be followed.
