BRIEF SUMMARY: The proposed rule updates are intended to clarify existing generator requirements, increase flexibility, and improve environmental protection for generators of hazardous waste. The proposed rules for pharmaceuticals will establish cost-saving, streamlined standards for handling hazardous waste pharmaceuticals to better fit the operations of the healthcare sector while maintaining protection of human health and the environment. The Department is proposing to adopt the exclusions for airbag inflators, fully assembled airbag modules, and shredded circuit boards being recycled. The Department is proposing to add aerosol cans and electronic devices to the list of items that can be managed as universal waste. The proposed rule amendments also include updating regulatory citations throughout the rules to conform with the Department’s “Legal Citation Standard Operating Procedure,” correcting and/or clarifying some existing provisions, and incorporating consistent language throughout the chapters.
