It is the duty of the law enforcement agency taking the fingerprints as required by subsection 3, paragraphs A, B and G to transmit immediately to the State Bureau of Identification the criminal fingerprint record. Fingerprints taken pursuant to subsection 1, paragraph C, D, E or F or pursuant to subsection 5 may not be submitted to the State Bureau of Identification unless an express request is made by the commanding officer of the State Bureau of Identification. This initiated bill maintains personal use, transport and transfer of cannabis, allowing an individual to possess up to 2 1/2 ounces of cannabis. This initiated bill also amends related provisions of law and maintains the Department of Administrative and Financial Services, Office of Cannabis Policy’s jurisdiction to continue oversight of the Maine Medical Use of Cannabis Act.
