In accordance with the Housing and Urban Rural Recovery Act of 1983, pertaining to benefit to Low and Moderate Income (LMI) persons, the State of Maine CDBG Program has adopted "affordable rents" for the rehabilitation of multifamily structures occupied by LMI persons.

Section 570.483(b) (3) of the current HUD State Program CDBG regulations (November, 1992), states that in order for rehabilitation of a multifamily structure to qualify as benefiting low and moderate income persons, following rehabilitation, the majority of the units must be occupied by LMI persons paying "affordable rents."

To remain consistent with the housing programs of the Maine State Housing Authority and the Farmers Home Administration, the Maine Small Cities CDBG program has adopted the current HUD Section 8, Existing Housing Assistance Payment Program, Fair Market Rent (FMR) Schedule, as the "affordable rents."  The attached FMR Schedule is now in effect.

The FMR’s are determined by a HUD survey of the local area.  They assume the landlord is paying all utilities for the tenant (inclusive in the rent).  If the tenant pays all or a portion of utility expenses, the attached schedule for Housing Allowance for Tenant Furnished Utilities, dated October 1, 2016, must be used to determine the final FMR.

The Housing Allowance for Tenant Furnished Utilities is broken down into regions within the State of Maine for purposes of determining utility allowances.  Care should be taken to utilize the appropriate region when computing the proper allowance. The Office of Community Development will look for documentation of affordable rent levels in individual rehab files during monitoring visits.  As these rates are updated they will be provided to you by OCD.
