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SPECIAL PROVISION
SECTION 105
GENERAL SCOPE OF WORK
(LIMITATIONS OF OPERATIONS)

1. Only one paving operation is allowed at one time, excluding hand placed paving, unless otherwise approved by Resident. 
   
2. The Contractor shall plan operations so that the Resident will have sufficient advance notification to provide the necessary inspection and testing.  Sufficient notification is considered 48 hours.

3. The Contractor shall provide the Resident with a 48-hour written notice before beginning night work.  After receiving this notice, no work is allowed for 48 hours.  Once work has been completed, the Contractor shall provide the same notice to return to day work.

4. The Contractor shall not schedule both day work and night work within the same 24-hour period without prior approval by the Resident and 48-hour notice.

5. The Contractor shall maintain two-way traffic at all times.

6. Lane closures shall be a maximum length of XXXX feet from XX:XX XM to XX:XX XM and from XX:XX XM to XX:XX XM and XXX feet from XX:XX XM to XX:XX XM only or as directed by the Resident.

7. The (CITY/TOWN) of (XXXXX) will provide signage to notify the public of necessary parking restrictions requested by the Contractor.  The Contractor is responsible for notification/posting signage a minimum of 12 hours prior to its effective date/time.

8. Traffic can travel on milled surfaces on the mainline.  After X calendar days, the Contractor shall repair any milled areas not covered, in need of extra repair or maintenance (see Special Provision 202) to the satisfaction of the Resident.  All work, equipment and materials required to make repairs is at the Contractor’s expense.  Failure to adequately maintain milled areas will also result in a violation of Special Provision 652.  The Contractor shall plan and conduct their work accordingly.  (Greater than 7 Days Traditional Milling or Greater than 21 Days for Medium Cut Milling Only. If the same timeframe as Milling Special Provision, do not include note)

9. The Contractor shall not utilize crossovers to change direction, unless both passing lanes are closed simultaneously.  Utilization of the crossovers is at the discretion of the Department.  The Department will revoke permission if personnel do not abide by ALL rules for use of the crossovers.  (Divided Highways Only)

10. The Contractor shall not utilize crossovers to change direction.  (Divided Highways Only)

11. Lane closure length will be kept to the minimum required for the shift’s operations, not to exceed X.0 miles.  (Divided Highways Only)

12. Lane closure length will be kept to the minimum required for the shift’s operations, not to exceed the maximum allowed by contract. 

13. The Contractor shall inform METRO of all interruptions to bus schedules and limited access to service areas caused by the Contractor a minimum of two weeks prior to each scheduled occurrence.  Access to service areas includes bus access along scheduled routes, as well as safe pedestrian access to and from bus stop locations.  A 24-hour notice is required for changes to and verification of all interruptions and/or limitations to METRO operations.  Failure to comply will be a traffic control violation.

14. Lane closures are only allowed from XX:XX XM to XX:XX XM.

15. From X XM to X XM and from X XM to X XM, the maximum lane closures length is XXXX feet. 

16. Lane closures shall be restricted as follows.

17. Work will only be allowed Sunday night through Friday morning X:XX PM to X:XX AM for paving and milling operations.  All other work can be conducted during daytime hours with the following restrictions:

a. [bookmark: _Hlk30960960]There shall be 2 open lanes to traffic (Pick direction North, East, South, West) bound and 1 open lane to traffic (Pick Direction North, East, South, West) bound from X:XX AM to X:XX AM.
b. There shall be 2 open lanes to traffic (Pick direction North, East, South, West) bound and 1 open lane to traffic (Pick direction North, East, South, West) bound from X:XX PM to X:XX PM.
c. Lane closures shall be X,X00 feet maximum.

18. Subsection 105.3 Traffic Control and Maintenance shall be amended by the addition of the following:

a. 105.3.2 Detour Route Traffic shall be detoured on X Road, X Road, and X Street.  (Name of Road being closed) Road within the project limits may be closed during construction as allowed per Special Provision 107 – Time.
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
