3. Scoring the Cost Proposal: The total cost proposed for conducting all the functions specified in this RFP will be assigned a score according to a mathematical formula.  The lowest bid will be awarded thirty-five 35 points.  Proposals with higher bid values will be awarded proportionately fewer points calculated in comparison with the lowest bid.	

The scoring formula is:

(Lowest submitted cost proposal / Cost of proposal being scored) x 35 = pro-rated score

No Best and Final Offers: The State will not seek a best and final offer from any Bidder in this procurement process. All Bidders are expected to provide their best value pricing with the submission of their proposal.
