CONSENT
AGREEMENT

This document is a Consent Agreement entered into by Paul A. Tessier, M.D. (lithe

Licensee"), the State of Maine Board of Licensure in Medicine ("the Board") and the State of

Maine Department ofthe Attorney General, pursuant to 10 M.R.S.A. § 8003(5)(B) and

32 M.R.S.A. § 3282-A.

STATEMENT OF FACTS

r 1. The Licensee has been licensed to practice medicine in the State of Maine since June,

1971.

2. In November, 1996, the Licensee filed an application to renew his license. According

to a report from the National Practitioners Data Bank in December, 1997, the Licensee lost

clinical privileges at the Irwin Army Community Hospital in Fort Reiley, Kansas on December

30, 1996.

3. When the Licensee applied for staff privileges at St. Joseph Hospital in Bangor, Maine

in August, 1998, he answered "No" to questions on his application which asked whether any

clinical privileges had ever been limited, suspended, revoked, not renewed or made subject to

probationary conditions. The Licensee failed to disclose the restriction of clinical privileges to

perform vasectomies in 1996 at Irwin Army Community Hospital. The Licensee also failed to

list Irwin Army Community Hospital as a previous affiliation.
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4. While under investigation for failing to disclose the adverse action taken by Irwin

Anny Community Hospital, the Licensee resigned from the medical staff of Mayo Regional

Hospital in Dover-Foxcroft, Maine.

5. The Licensee failed to disclose the adverse action taken by Irwin Anny Community

Hospital when he applied for privileges at Maine Coast Memorial Hospital in Ellsworth, Maine.

6. The Licensee admits that his failure to disclose the restriction of clinical privileges to

perform vasectomies at Irwin Anny Community Hospital violates standards of professional

conduct.

AGREEMENT

In lieu of proceeding to an adjudicatory hearing, the Licensee agrees to the following:

1. The Board has jurisdiction over the Licensee and over the disciplinary matters raised

by the complaint issued by the Board.

2. The Licensee agrees to accept a REPRIMAND and to a pay fine of One Thousand

Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00) as discipline for his actions.

3. The Licensee waives his right to a hearing before the Board or any court regarding all

findings, terms and conditions of the Consent Agreement.

4. The Licensee has been advised of his right to seek legal counsel with respect to the

terms of this agreement.

I, PAUL A. TESSIER, M.D., HAVE READ AND UNDERSTAND THE

FOREGOING CONSENT AGREEMENT. I UNDERSTAND THAT BY SIGNING IT, I

WAIVE CERTAIN RIGHTS. I SIGN THIS CONSENT AGREEMENT VOLUNTARILY,
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WITHOUT ANY THREAT OR PROMISE. I UNDERSTAND THAT THIS CONSENT

AGREEMENT CONTAINS THE ENTIRE AGREEMENT AND THERE IS NO OTHER

AGREEMENT OF ANY KIND, VERBAL, WRITTEN OR OTHERWISE.
